New Census Bureau numbers this week show growing numbers of Americans lacking health insurance, and declining household income. This is another independent confirmation that the Bush administration's economic policies are leaving families behind. Earlier this month, the nonpartisan Congressional Budget Office (CBO) found that the Bush administration's tax cuts disproportionately benefit the wealthiest Americans and have shifted the burden of federal taxation onto middle class and lower income Americans. On Monday, the Bush administration implemented new regulations on overtime pay resulting in a pay cut for many middle class families. Census Bureau Confirms That Bush Policies are Failing Families
I am challenging the Bush administration and Republican Leaders in Congress to address the rising number of Americans without health insurance and the steady decline in household income. The Census Bureau announced that the number of people without health insurance nationwide rose by 1.4 million - the third annual increase in a row. Forty-five million people are uninsured, many because they have lost their jobs. Over 5 million people have lost their health insurance since the beginning of the Bush administration. 

In addition, the Census Bureau reported that real household income decreased in 2003, falling for the third year in a row. Over 1.3 million people fell out of the middle class into poverty in 2003, an increase of 4.3 million people living in poverty since the beginning of the Bush administration.
